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Here are some of the sites shown at the Campus Coverage workshop. Please remember to treat all websites as sources; be skeptical and verify all information.
General and searching:
· Use RSS (really simple syndication) feeds to help save time and get more information. You can also set up a service to organize all of your feeds and read them all in one place. Google Reader is one serve, (http://www.google.com/reader/), but there are plenty others available such as Yahoo! Some of my favorite RSS feeds include: Docuticker (http://www.docuticker.com/), Lifehacker (http://lifehacker.com/),  Freakonomics blog from The New York Times, (http://freakonomics.blogs.nytimes.com), local and national news sites, etc.
· Google docs allow you to access your work anywhere so long as you have an internet connect. Collaborating is also easy as you can share your documents and edit with others simultaneously. (docs.google.com)
· If you find yourself going back to a site day after day to see if it’s changed, you should monitor it with Change Detection (http://www.changedetection.com/). Simply enter the site address and your email. The service will check your page daily and send you an email when it has changed. (Note, there are other services that do this, but this is the one that I’ve used.)

· Sometimes email is just too clunky to share files. Drop.io allows you to upload and share files. Check it out at www.drop.io
· Today’s search engines cover only a fraction of the Web. The most popular ones don’t always return the same results, so you should be searching more than one.  To help with this, check out jux2.com - it searches multiple engines at once. Twingine.com shows side-by-side comparisons of Yahoo! And Google search results. Very cool.
· Search twitter tweets – search.twitter.com (use the advanced search to narrow tweets by location, etc.)
Find historical content online:

· Use Google’s cache – Google stores a backup of most pages. This backup is called the cache. The link is useful if a server isn’t responding when you click on a link, or if the host has taken down the page.
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· The Wayback Machine from the Internet Archive captures and saves images of web sites. Not all sites are included, but it’s likely that most you’ll look for are. http://www.archive.org/index.php. (For music buffs, the Internet Archive also has a Live Music Archive.)
· MINERVA from the Library of Congress collects sites that relate to very specific events such as the Iraq war, September 11, etc. http://lcweb2.loc.gov/diglib/lcwa/html/lcwa-home.html
· The CyberCemetery is a library of sites for defunct government agencies - http://govinfo.library.unt.edu/default.htm

· Search for a site using www.domaintools.com
Background a person (Remember, verify everything you find online):
